Important Notes:  

1) A mandatory drivers meeting will be held each morning at 8:45 AM before heading off road. This 
meeting will be held in the rear parking lot of the hotel to discuss daily activities and safety 



precautions.  All trucks should be fueled and prepared to leave for the trails at 9:00 AM without 
having to stop.   
 
2) There are no restaurants or rest areas in the Country Roads off-road trails. Be sure to pack a lunch 
and plenty of water to stay hydrated.  Please be considerate of your trash as the trails are not club 
property.  Alcohol is not permitted on the trails.  
 
3) Cell phone communication is not always guaranteed on the mountain therefore every group will be 
directed to tune in on an individual CB radio frequency.  Please inform your trail leader if you do not 
have CB communications.  
 
4) All groups will generally return to the hotel between 4:00- 5:00 pm.  
 
5) Dinner will be at your leisure throughout the event with the exception of the Saturday evening 
banquet diner.
